Clean Wood Pile at the Transfer Station 

The clean wood pile at the Transfer Station only accepts:  trees and branches cut into maximum of 

three foot lengths and clean wood with no nails, paint or are treated in any way.  No furniture allowed. 

• Interest on Utility Arrears - A penalty of 2% will be added to all Utility accounts 

outstanding after 60 days in arrears, effective September 1, 2023.   

• 2024 Property Taxes on due on December 31st.  All unpaid taxes will be subject to a 10% 
penalty as of January 1, 2026 as per Bylaw #01 - 2001. 

 

• All Utility Bill Arrears are due by December 31st (not including December Utility Bill). Any 
outstanding arrears may be transferred to your Tax Roll. 

 

• As per Snow Removal Bylaw #2018 - 01, an owner or occupant shall not push, blade, 
shovel, blow or place snow that has accumulated on private property onto any sidewalk or on 
the adjoining sidewalk, street, or public place.

Judges will not enter the property 

to view back or side yards.  

6. Participants agree to have one or more photos of their decorated residence exterior posted on the Town of Elrose 

Facebook page, Website and/or published in various forms of media. Participant agrees there will be no compensation of 

any kind for said posting or publication. 

 7. Judging criteria will include [a] Unique design and creative use of lights and decorations; [b] Storyline or theme;    c] 

Display and placement of decorations, animated objects, etc.; and [d] Overall presentation. 

 8. Judging will be done on December 17, 2025. 

9. Participants should ensure that all lights, animations and decorations are in place and activated for the judging period.
